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STEP 11 – Then its back to the car to change clothes! We have a little 
break and give the children a drink and a biscuit, so they are ready to 
start modelling again!

STEP 12 – This time it’s Taylor’s turn, 
and because he is older I can ask him 
to lean against the wooden posts, and 
get some great shots in his brightly 
coloured shirt.

By this time, Harrison has got cold from playing in the water so we 
decide to go back home and do something different!

Something Different

STEP 13 – I love the texture of 
the chequer-plate on the back of 
the family pick-up truck. It is a 
great colour and because it is so 
shiny, it’s a built in reflector! The 
light is so bright, we decide to put 
on sunglasses to complete  
the look!

STEP 14 – The children 
love being high up on the 
back of the car and see it 
as a game, so they are quite 
happy to have their photos 
taken. I love shooting from 
high above them as it’s a 
much more flattering angle, 
so I climb through the sun 
roof of my car and shoot the 
shots from there!

» Make sure an adult 
is nearby in case 
they decide to  
jump off!

STEP 15 – Eventually Taylor asks if the whole 
family can join in, and Mum and Dad are only too 
happy to oblige!
